CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 

 

 PCAQ rules apply to events & gear, Helmets must be ASA3838 or better. Gear check at first event. 
 NO Western Saddles allowed [Saddles with Horns], Stock Saddles [without a horn] must have surcingle 

and Girth or a saddle with 2 points. 
 One horse one rider, each rider allowed either one or two horses. 
 Riders with a second horse, both horses must be saddled and not require gear change.  One horse one rider. 
 The committee reserves the right to alter the program in any way that may be deemed necessary 

 Rowel spurs are allowed for riders 13years and over, but PCAQ has a zero blood tolerance blood policy.   

 Only pony club whips allowed – excessive use of whips or spurs may lead to disqualification. 

 In the event of a tie, a count back will be made to determine the winner 

 All riders compete at there own risk, any rider who is not a riding member of PCAQ, must sign an 

indemnity form before the start of the day.  

 Membership Cards must be presented or you sign an indemnity form. 

 The judges and stewards decisions are final 

 Bad language, excessive striking of the horse, abuse or disrespect to the judge will result in disqualification 

from the event and / or the day if considered appropriate by the judge. 

 No alcohol allowed 

 Smoking prohibited in Competition area and Canteen facilities. 

 No stallions or rigs will be permitted onto the grounds for any reason
